But Rome eces further
and mutkes it a sacrifice—a eelebration or a rite m which the
lman celebrant impudently claims to offer. both for the living
atd the dead. a veal vepetition of the atoning -acrifice of
Christ on Calvary, This she denominates ~“the Ma<< "Tii
welades the belief that the officiating priest actually changoes

the elements of bread and wine into the real bedy and bload
of Christ.  This is ealled transubstantintion.  The priest thus
reesucifieg Christ.

In this horrid and Dlasphemous assumption, ntterly without
a ward of Seripture warrant. we see the very heart of Romish
error and falsity, and the secret of her marvelons enslave-
ment of men and women to a superstition. which is at onee
a convenient form to rivet such intelleetual <lavery, and o
lusertons means for the gathering in of enormans snns~ of
nmey  from her dupes.

tion.  When a small hoy his father died. which left his mother
a widow impoverished. with only a cow to depend upon for
the <upport of herself and three little children. The priest
mformed her of the bhurning of her departed husband in the
flames of purgatory. and inflamed her with inexpressible hor-
ror with his portraiture of her hushand’s <ufferings.  Appeal-
g to him for succor in the way of mnsses for her suffering
husband, she was informed by the priest that he could da noth-
ing to help her unless she would pay him wmoney. She told him
she had nothing but a cow which was the sole hope of sup-
port for herself and little ones. He insisted upon being paid
for the masses. and tortured her inexpressibly with his horrid
ltes about the husband’s sufferings in the flames of purgatory.
In vain she pleaded to know if there were not some way for
helping a poor, defenseless widow. with no money to pay.
He insisted there was none, and the little boy Chiniquy had

This clnim alone shows the pompous
spirit and the lordly pretensions of this medieval hierarchy

_rogatives and powers. It sets aside the plain teachings of
the Bible. which teaches that Christ offered Himself on the
cross once for all for our redemption. and that Ie now sitteth
at the right hand of the Father to make intercession for us. and
is, not to be recreated to be destroved Ly immelation by a
Lhuman priesthood millions of times daily for fresh atonement
for the sins of both the living and the dead. for so many dollars
paid into the hands of the priests.

OF MONT VIFAL INTEREST TO TITE LBURCH

T IS diflicult to overestimate the vital relation the PPublish-

ing Interest~ bear to our church at large. The Pente-

costal Church of the Nuzarene. certainly at its present
stage, can face no single interest of broader or more vital
importance to her present and tuture destiny than her pub-
hshing interests.

The great Publishing Honses of the different denomina-
tions have been the slow growth of long decades. This <heuld
not be the case now with any maodern plant of a comparatively
new denomination.  Thix is net the method of the age, in the
first place. In the seeond place. the exigenves of our case will
not wait the <low movements of a century or a half century
ago.  Church life, as well as general business life. has ont-
grown these ancient methods,

In addition to all this. is the furtber fact that weo as 2
chireh, are eatled to a speedy and peculiar work which. from
its very nature. will not wait.  We are to do a generally
neglecter] vet vitally and fundamentally important gespel
work in projecting the message upon the world and the
churches of fall salvation from all sin. In these last days this
message presses for promulgation as never hefore. Every
enemy of evangelical truth is making for the eitadel of our
civilization and of Christendom. and in defiant platoons are
storming the ramparts. The insidious attacks of higher ertti-
cism from within, the bold and proud assanlts of materialism
and rationalism. the subtle and attractive delusions of divers
occult philosophies and Christian Science. the growing errvors
of Unitarianism. and the vulgar yet assidions onslanghts of
Mormonism. and the ceaseless intrigues and dexterity of hoary
Rome. ever the most alert and sleepless foe to evangelicalism
and gaspel truth—these and other enenmies of the Christ—are
today in ceaseless antagonism to true and vital godliness, and
have to be met not by controversy. but by counteraction, in
the insistent presentation of the full and essential truth of a
whole Bible.

In this matter the vaoice of the living ministry is still
essential. and is to be marvelously used of God in the work of
trie gospel propagandism. But in a degree never before true
the printed page is to play an important part.  Books, hook-
lets, tracts, periodicals. and mngnzines, pulsating with apt and
striking phases and presentations of this glorions gospel. mnst
more and more be hrought to the aid of the pastorate and the
evangelism and the superintendency of the chureh. The pub-
lishing house of a church today means tenfold what it Jdid
twenty-five or fifty vears ago. Tt means practically every-
thing now. Without a live, modern. well-cquipped. np-te-
date publishing honse now. any chureh would be helpless. de-
spite a most splendid ministry, and other features of a chureh
outfit. And a church ean not wait to grow such o plant, It
must spring fall-orbed. or at least should so spring. with the
first or earliest movements of ecelesiastical Iife and being. to
perform its privileged functions nd do its utmoest good ac-
cording to the needs of the peacsion and the spirit of the times
and the plan of God in these last days. .

We sincerely wish our people could see the situation as Crod
impresses it upon us.  The record made by onr Publishing
House has been phenomenal, under all the circumstances,
Hampered and hindered as we have been for meuans, the
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progress has had to be more largely a work of faith than of
finance. The management has had to go by a bold faith in
God and in the church being served. The results have vindi-
cated the exercise of this faith, which we have at times beey
tempted to denominate audacious. We mean audacious in
the best sense. too, for'it is just such faith God challenges us 10
dare exercise. by which to test Him. He has met and responded
to this great faith. and blessed the work most graciously. and
we may truthfully add. phenomenally. The books distributesl.
amnd the tracts and booklets and pages of literature scattered
breadeast. has been something wonderful when comparved with
the meagre means at the command of-the manager of the
business. The circulation of the many periodieals, weekly and
monthly and quarterly, has been as marked. The character
of the machinery and facilities installed for the manufuaeture
of this immense output has been of the most modern (ype. anl
the very hest.  The workmanship has. in consequence. been
sueh as would suffer absolutely nothing in comparison witl
the best output of houses a century old, and with millions «of
moeney at their command. as well as with millions of churh
members en whom to draw for the sale of their periodieals ml
other literature. This adds to the marvel of the work accom-
plished. .

Gaod forbid that this should be mentioned in the least spirii
of pride. It is only in gratitude that we refer to it. God ha~
certainly had us too much under a process of testing to admnu
of any spirit of boasting at this hour. Nobody knows fully
and experimentally. like one individual, all the depths of thi~
dire process of discipline throngh which in love the Father
has led us. Overwhelmed on every side with the ever-enlarg-
ing vision of the dire needs of more and greater output of
leaves for the healing of the neglected and endangered people.
and pressed onward by the true ministerial impulse of help-
fulness—yet devoid of the means necessary to meet this im-
mense need so pressing—thiere were times when, if the cves
had been turned aside from the Father. there would have en-
sued disconragement and paralyvsis. and perhaps defeat.  DBins
amid these strenuwous tests and trials the DBusiness Manuger
has been able, by a dogged and a resolute faith, to keep hi-
eves ever upon the Lord of Sabaoth amd thus alone has heen
enabled to keep going.

There are regions way down in the depths of the heart of
onr Manager which T would not have daved to penetrate, even
could T have done so. where there were to be seen tragedies of
failures missed. and ghaosts of insnrmountable obstacles at-
tempted to be urged to his mind. but which he resolutely re-
fused to admit, which would make uwp a graphic history.
That retreat is too sacred for any eves but God’s and the eves
of him who passed through the ordeal. I thank God for the
courage and the faith which have stood such testings. 1 we
in these heart tragedies a challenge to our trustidg God for
Inrger things now. Ile has tested us out in the days of these.
our smaller things. and now the times of these limitations G
winks at, and commands us to trust Him for larger thing-.
Iis plan doubtless has been the best. May be if He had sent
us a man or two with gifts of a hundred thousand dollars each.
two years ago, it might have spoiled our General Mananger
and the Board and some of the editors. and God might have
had insurmountable trouble in humbling us.  Are we net
ready now to veceive Ilis larger bestowments and gifts with
due meekness? Cun we not trust ourselves to be trusted of
God with these larger things?  1f so, has not the time cone
for us to open our mouths wide that He may fill them?  Xhall
we not begin now to ask more Iargely—more in keeping with
the magnitude and dignity and impertance of the needs?  Tas
not our Father been disciplining us in these earlier dayxs for
these very things of larger size and meaning and need? If 1
read aright His movements, there is a distinet challenge to
our faith and priyer to ask these greater things.
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THE EDITOR’S SURVEY

A SweeT HasiT Axp 118 HoLY
. INFLUENCE

It is a beautiful habit of kneeling ot the
bedside and offering the evening prayer
to our Father before retiring, and doing
the same on rising in the morning. The
voung should be brought up with this
habit very carefully fixed in their lives.
1t will prove a great blessing to them
personally in keeping alive maternal in-
~tructions and home influences long after
they have left the home voof. The habit
will also be a cord to the better bind
them to God and hofv things. Any per-
«om ought. with the preper training. to
have this habit so firmly fixed that it
would become a second nature with them,
and follow them all through life. Tt very
ofgen has a very potent influence for guud
upon these withi whom these who follow
the habit come in contact. Often a very
profound influence has been thus exerted
on others for their good. J. R. Miller gives
a striking case:

One night many years ago two young men
were put into the same room in an English
country inn. One of them was a heedless,
thoughtless youth. The other, when the time
for retiring came, quietly knelt down beside
the bed and praved in silence. His companion
was strangely impressed. Fifty years osfter-
ward he wrote: "“That scene, so unostentatious
and so unconcealed, aroused my slumbering
conscience, and sent an arrow into my heart.”
The result was the young man’s conversion to
God. followed by long years of service as a
Christian minister and as a writer of tooks
which have greatly blessed the world. *“Nearly
halt a centyry has rolled away,” he wrote
again. “with its multitudinous events, but” that
old chamber, that humble couch. that =silent
praying youth, are still present in my imagina-
tion and will never be forgotten, even amid
the splendors of heaven and through the ages
of eternity.”

ExcEss oF TABLE-SERVING
This is a great danger of the ministry.
It has been in all the ages past. and is no
less 50 today. Tn a chureh espeeially af-
ter it has attained great numbers and
considerable age. there necessarily grows
np a great degree of business and oflicial
matters. and committee work. and divers
purely secular matters needing attention.
Naturally. the clergy will be expected to
look after this, which will require a very
large amount of his time. It often grows
to be very burdensome. and interferes
very much with the preacher’s time for
~tndy. prayer. and pastoral visiting. No
church is wise which allows its pastors to
be thus burdened. A wise chureh will see
earefully to it that the pastor is relteved
of ull this serving of tables. so that he may
give himself wholly to prayer and ta the
preaching of the Waord. By this course
the preacher is worth a great deal more to
the church, and the church will grow and
prosper more rapidly. This was the
apostolic plan. as shown in the first «cven
verses of the sixth chapter of the Aects of
the Apostles. Very wisely the Apostles
saw the very peril we here warn against.
and adépted a plan to obviate the danger.

and save the preachers unhindered for
strictly ministerial work. and committed
the distinetively secular aspects of the
gospel work to laymen selected for this
purpose. Rev. Andrew Giflies. in Zion's
Herald, gives an instance of this mistake.
in the case of a preacher who felt the
necessity of resigning the ministey in or-
der fo do strictly ministerial work, This
shows hiow exeeedingly diflienlt it i~ for a
church to cure itself of thix evil once it
gets into it. The incident is a~ follows:

Some time ago @ pastor in Wisconsie left
the ministry, and gave as his reason that he
wanted to go into religious work. When asked
to explain his scemingly paradoxical state-
ment, he declared that his whole time outside
of his study was consumed in attending con-
ventions. conferences. committee meetings. and
other gatherings. As a consequence, he in-
sisted that his ministry had become a mechan-
ical routine without a vital relation to the life
of the people, and without a positive influence
upon the community.

NEEDLESS TROUBLE

Thix is the test of cbedience.  IHave von
faith enough in God to trust 1lim vwith
vour service.  Are yvou willing to give o
Him your time. your talent~ and vour
Iabor.  If one has enough coenfidenee in
another person to make him willing 1o do
what that person wishes him to do, and
dees it. there is indisputable evidenee that
he does have faith in him. Is the love of
God, and the merey of God in Christ. and
the holiness of God and Tlis love-snutTer.
ing care and forbearance <uch as to chal-
lenge vour confidence and esteem to a de-
gree that yvou ean trust and obeyx Him.
and give vour life wp in an honest en-
deavor to obey Him? This is faith. On
this point the Herald and Presbyter says:

The test of a Christian's faith in Christ is
his readiness to obey Him. When one has the
faith in Christ that leads him to do His will,
he has faith. This is the convineing test One
does not need to study himself psychologically.
with finger on his spiritual pulse. to find out
whether he has falth. It is a matter not for
introspection nor gelf-examination. Is he will-
ing to obey Christ? Is he willing to do his
will? Is he ready to be identified with Him?
Is he ready to confess Him before his f(llow
men? I8 he willing to take up the cross and
follow Him? This is the test and the proof of
the existence of faith in Christ

A gentleman once remarked in regard to a
projected city: I have faith in jt. T have-
taken stock in it to the extent of investing all
my capital in t.” So a man has such con-
fidence in a business or in those who are car-
rying it on that he invests in it all that he
has.
