for Christian critic

Characterizing the Christian
lifestyle for the 70's as a lestor
in "How To Be A Critic, " Dr. Paul
Bassett of the Nazarene Theolog-
ical Seminary spoke in the Issues
and Answers convocation of Jan.
24. He began his address by em-
phasizing the cynicism and des-
pair tha! permeate our culture,
and the prevalence of chronic
fault-finders in our society.

Dr. Bassett emphasized that
the mark of a true Christian isan
absolute investment in Christ and
His teachings, even when the
Christian is being critical. This
absolute investment manifests it-
self in three ways. First, before
being critical, the Christian
should know the real problem; he
should not mistake symptoms for
the actual disease. Secondly, the
Christian should know the other
side of the story and the limita-
tions under which t he other side
Lastly, thec
st e cognize his own prejudices

The deans' liscussions in-
cluded topics such as the Naza-
rene summer study program in
Britain, cooperative endeavors to
attain endowments, the import-
ance of student recruitment, fac-
ulty salaries and student charges
at the colleges.

BOISE =~ Senator Edmund S. Mus-
kie of Maine has accepted an in-
vitationtobe featured speaker at
the 1972 Jefferson-Jackson Ban-
quet in Boise on Feb. 19.

According to Idaho Demo-
cratic Chairman Joe McCarter
who made the announcement, the
Banquetwillbe held at the Rode-
way Inn in Boise beginning at
8 p.m.

Muskie announced hiscan-
didacy for the Presidency last
week.

He is currently serving his
third term in the Senate. In 1968
he was the Democratic nominee
for Vice President on a ticket

which lost by only 1/2 of one per

cent of the vote.

Muskie was born in Rumford,
Maine, March 28, 1914, Fol-
lowing graduation from college,

 he served in World War II as an

officer aboard a Navy destroyer
escort. He waselected to the

Maine legislature in 1946 and in
1954 became the first Demo-
cratic Governor of Maine in
twenty years. He was elected to
the Senate in 1958 following two
terms as Governor.
Longrecognized asa leader in
the fight for clean air and water,
Muskie is Chairman of the Senate
Subcommittee on Air and Water
Pollution. In this position he has
written most of the key environ-
mental legislation of the last
decade. He also serves on the
Foreign Relations, Public Works
and Government Operations
Committees and the Special
Committee on Aging.

For two weeks, a few personalities have been raging over the
quasi-controversial "Adam's Rib" column printed at the first of the
term.

When Dr. Riley found it necessary to suspend publication of the
Crusader in the fall of 1969 for allegedly overstepping its bounds,
the President initiated a Publications Board and its present policyin
order to relieve himself of such responsibility. Since then the Cru-
sader has been responsible to the Publications Board whose purpose
is to determine and enforce stated publication policy.

Tuesday, Jan. 18 the Publication Board considered the "Adam's
Rib" issue. After much discussion, a motion was made stating that
portions of the column were in poor taste and therefore a violation

of Crusader policy. After more discussion, the motion was defeated
by a vote of 4 to 5.

Therefore, unless the Publications Board should desire to con-
sider the article again, the Crusader believes the question to be a
dead issue and does not wish to have to carry it on through the rest
of the term. In fact, the only purpose for discussing it again now is
to explain to our readers why we are not printing letters to the Edi-
tor on the issue. Our normal policy is to print all letters received
(they are one of the last bastions of human freedom), yet consider-
ing this to be a dead issue and considering the emotions that have
beenragingover it, we think it wisest if it is forgotten in all sectors.

We do not anticipate having to make this decision again. We

have certainly appreciated all of the letters received and encourage

This is the attitude of many fe-
males at NNC. These women
want the benefits of Women's
Liberation, but not the work.
They represent a hypocrisy that
makes many men refuse to take
Women's Lib seriously. This
woman bravely enters a tradi-
tionally dominated male world,
be it business, academic,
or sports, but expects deferential
treatment insocial affairs, if not
in every field besides her own.

She thinks thatsomeday she
will give up her job tobecome a
mother, but she doesn't expect
her husband to give up hisjob to
become a father.

Most often this woman

believes that if she fails in her
field, there will always be a
man to take care of her, and the
stigmatism of failure won't be
as great on heras it wouldbe on
a man, because she's "justa
woman'., She creates the belief
that even though a woman is
liberated, she still needs a man.

Although she may realize
that Jean Jacques Rousseau's
comment on women is every bit
as offensive as Abbie Hoffman's,
she doesn't put thisrealization to
work in her own life. She still

strives to appeal to men in the

way they expect her to. She
could not accept the Women's
Liberation Movement, even if
she agreed with all of its ideas,
because it has not yet gained
male approval.

Of course, the woman who
completely fits this picture may
not exist, but the womanwho in
some way holds onto a society=-
defined role is depriving herself
of the total liberation that could
be hers.

Library Noise

Many students have commen-
ted that the atmosphere of the
NNC library is not conducive to
proper study. Anyone who spends
even a little time there--particu-
larly inthe evenings--could pro-
bably confirm this fact. There
havebeenseveral attempts to
correct this situation--but none
so far have been completely suc-
cessful.

This organization makes it
possible for these eight colleges
toapply as a group for federal
funds which might not otherwise
be available. At the presenttime
a proposal is before the National
Science Foundation for a grant
of $246,000 to enable the eight
colleges to hold a workshop dur-
ing the summer of 1972 for ad-
ministrators and faculty mem-
