Wednesday the Associated Stu-
dent Body paszed the first sem-
ester budget for this year. The
budget had previously been pas-
sed by the student council and
the administrative council before
being presented to the students.

The budget for this semester is

similar to last year’s first semester

budget. Only minor changes were
made. The changes included an
additional sixty dollars for the
athletic department and an ad-
ditional fifteen dollars for the
high school.

Forensics received one hun-
dred dollars above that which
they received first semester of
last year.

Although the budget is four
hundred dollars more than that of
