College Degrees
Pay Off

During his lifetime a college
graduate can expect to receive
about $100,000 more income than
the average high school graduate,
according to a recent report by the
Bureau of Census based on the
1950 male population. The direct
and indirect costs of a college ed-

ucation were roughly estimated at
$9000.

Census data indicates that an
investment in an additional year
of schooling-of each additional
level is accompanied, on the aver-
age, by an annual increment rise
from $150 a year at the element-
ary level to about $500 a year at
the college level.
