Monday that they plan to
return to the college to
graduate.

At the end of March,
Mackeson will be heading
for Portland State University
where he will complete the
few credits he lacks for
graduation. He will be
allowed to return to NNC in
May to graduate with his
class, he said, according to
an agreement which he
reached with the admini-
stration of the school.
Bennett Plans to re-enroll
next fall, but he noted that
he will not be able to
graduate with his class be-
cause of losing the last
semester of this year.

Mackeson said that NNC's
board of regents, the gov-
erning body of the school
met Saturday and consider-
ed the action taken by
Pearsall. All members of
the group were given copies
of the controversial paper.
They 'unanimously support-
ed the president's decision."
Mackeson said, concurring
with Pearsall’'s statement

that ''tradition” demanded
the dismissal of the stu-
dents.

"l love the college very
much,” said Mackeson. 'l
feel that a mistake was

the goals and the ideals of
purposes of the school.

"'l suppose if we would
have been dismissed from
school (instead of being
allowed to withdraw), legal
action would have been
considered. | talked to an
attorney, but | feel it would
hurt the college in the long
run.” he continued.

Retracing some of the
steps which led to the
producing of the paper,
Mackeson, who was editor
last year of the Crusader,
NNC's official paper, said,
"When we started it, there
was the idea that there
were people who had the
ability to write who weren't
writing for the school pa-
per.” To this group of
people, the two men want-
ed to add alumni. They
proceded to write letters,
beginning soonafter
Thanksgiving,to people
they thought might be in-
terested in contributing to
an alternate paper.

""At that time we really
had no idea what form it
would take,” he noted.When
the time came in early
March to assemble the pa-
per, he added. ''We putit
together mostly amusing,”
adding some political com-
ment and thought-provoking
articles.

"It was a challenge for us
to see if we could put
something together as per-
fect as possible,” he said.

: "We weren't trying to hide

anything, he added, noting
that the two had included
their names in the publica-
tion. Other underground
papers produced in former
years at the school, Macke-
son said, have been mostly
mimeographed and anony-
mous.

"We felt we were suffi-
ciently protected by the bill
of rights” in the school's
student handbook of rules,
Mackeson said.

""The consequences we
paid were rather harsh,”
Mackeson continued, with
concurrence from Bennett,
who said, "It shows a kind
of insecurity,” on the part of
the administration.

"It almost looks like it's
going backwards now," with
the administration leaning
more toward censorship at
the school,” Bennett said.

"'l think the trend on
campus is the opposite way
(from freedom of expres-
sion),"” agreed Mackeson.
"The bodrd of regents de-
finitely want more control
over the publicatiosboard
at the school dictates policy
for the Crusader.

"The big mistake being
made is when you try to
press the students..when
they try more censorship,
more underground papers"
are produced. Mackeson
added.

'Opinion about the paper
varies'"' on campus, said
Mackeson, including ''the
whole spectrum.” Response
to him personally has also
been varied, he noted. ''l've
talked to even some profes-
sors’" who didn't agree with
the paper, and they 'still
support us as people,” he
added.

- Mackeson said that a
petition with 400 student
signatures had been sub-
mitted to the board of

‘regents asking for the rein-

statement of the two men
as students, but it ''had no
effect’ on their decision.

The ironic thing, conclud-
ed Mackeson, is that '‘if
they would have just ignor-
ed it, it would have been
forgotten” very quickly.

At the school last week,
Pearsall and Irving Laird,
vice-president for student
affairs, have both refused to
speak with the press.
